July Board Meetings of the Commission and the Support Group  

     Board meetings for both the Monument Commission and the Support Group were held on Thurs. July 9th. Over 25 
people were in attendance with 8 being trustees of the Commission. The meeting began with a presentation by Mr. Paul 
LaRue, a Washington Court House High School teacher, whose students have been researching Ohioôs Colored Troops 
for the past 12 years. It is this research which triggered our search for Cuyahoga Countyôs Colored Troops. Mr. LaRue 
suggested that there may be upwards of 200 men from our county who served in such units. He thanked us for the 
opportunity to visit and congratulated us for our efforts to document these men.  
     Tim Daley gave a report on the current status of the research and informed the board that he was being assisted by 
Jerry Young, Bill Stark and Mary Louise Daley. The board formally approved the continuation of the research with the 
idea of possibly adding the names of those who qualified to the Monument.  
     Neil Evans reported on the progress of the rehabilitation and informed those present that the replacement of the 
damaged roof and rib beams had been successfully completed. It was announced that Trustees Jack Alan Bialosky, Sr., 
Robert Taylor and James Fell had been reappointed to the Commission and that Mr. William Craig Bashein had been 
appointed to fill the position vacated by Perrin Verzi. 
     The President formally created a Committee to develop and oversee events for the Monuments Rededication in July 
2010. Trustees Dr. Ken Callahan, Craig Bashein, Bud Doyle and David Stashower agreed to serve on the committee. 
The Executive Director informed the board of the increase of visitors to the Showcase and updated them on the many 
projects which were underway with the Support Group. 
     Finally, the Commission formally adopted a Conflict of Interest Policy in an effort to be proactive on this important  
      issue. The next meeting will be held at the Monument on Sat., Sept. 12, 2009 at 10:00 AM in conjunction with the 
      Descendantôs Day events.  

Traditional Memorial Day  

observed at the Monument  

     In keeping with General Loganôs 
General Order No. 11 of the GAR, the 
Monument held its annual Memorial Day 
observance on Sat. May 30th. The 18 
people in attendance were an attentive 
audience for the Rev. Dr. R. Mark 
Giuliano, Pastor of the Old Stone 
Church, who was the keynote speaker 
for the day. The program included music, 
the reading of General Order No. 11 and 
the presentation of a Resolution from the 
City of Cleveland. Other participants 
included Jon Silvis, Past Ohio Dept. 
Commander SUV; Mary Louise Daley, 
representing the City; Neil Evans, 
President of the Commission; and Tim 
Leslie, who presented the Invocation and 
the Benediction. Thank you to all those 
who took the time to honor the memory 
of our honored dead. 

On June 10
th
 the Monument hosted a protest over the 

proposed budget cuts to the Ohio History Office and the 
Ohio Historical Society. A total of 17 people took part in this 
ñSave Ohioôs Historyò event which received local news 
coverage. This protest was a part of a statewide effort to 
restore nearly 1.4 million dollars into the Stateôs Budget. In 
the end funding was restored, however at a much lower 
level than what is needed. Thanks to all those who took the 
time to lobby the State Legislature for the restoration of 
these important funds. 

On Aug. 14
th
 the Monument hosted a display at the Cuya-

hoga County Fair. The display included colored architec-
tural drawings, photos showing the progress of the rehabili-
tation and membership information for the Support Group. 
Many visitors commented that they were pleased to see 
that the work was being done and are planning to visit the 
Monument once the rehabilitation is com-
pleted. Thank you to Jerry Young and Mary 
Louise Daley for assisting with this special 
project.

Rededication Committee Begins Work  

     The organizational meeting of the Rededication Committee was held on July 16
th
 at the Showcase. A total of 10 peo-

ple were present, of which 4 were Trustees of the commission. Organizations represented at this gathering included the 
Monument Commission and the Support Group; Westlake Reed, our architectural firm; The Cleveland Visitors and Con-
vention Center and members of the general public. Neil Evans, President of the Commission, welcomed all those in at-
tendance and thanked them for their support. An overview of various ideas was then presented, with much discussion 
being focused on the issue of Public Relations. It was determined that Westlake Reed would work with David Stashower 
in developing a comprehensive program for the event. The following were chosen to serve in the various positions of the 
Committee: Co-Chairs ï Dr. Ken Callahan and Judge Ken Callahan, Secretary ï Tim Daley and Treasurer ï Alex Taylor. 
     It was determined that a multi day event would provide the most opportunities for public exposure of the Monumentôs 
rehabilitation. The general framework which has since emerged includes the following suggested events: 
Thurs. July 1 ï Orchestraôs concert on Public Square with guided tours being given prior to the concert. 
Fri. July 2 ï A possible scholarly event which may showcase various monographs about the Monument.  
Sat. July 3 ï Family Day at the Monument ï This would include the presence of Reenactors and various chil-
drenôs activities as well as guided tours for the public. 
Sun. July 4 ï An Interdenominational Service followed by a Brunch.  
Mon. July 5 ï The Rededication of the Monument and a parade.  
     While there still remain many details to be finalized, it is imperative that we begin our work now.
